OVERALL CIRCUIT AWARDS

Overall circuit awards will be presented at the last venue (Southern Yacht Club) to the top
3 finishers, the top junior (18 years and under), top female, and top master (55+). To
qualify for the overall trophies each BOAT must sail four out of the five venues.
HOWEVER, at least one member of the team must sail 4 out of the 5 venues. In other
words a skipper can have multiple crews or a crew could have multiple skippers but a
BOAT cannot have multiple teams.

OVERALL CIRCUIT SCORING

A boat’s overall finish per regatta will be used for circuit scoring in conjunction with the
low point scoring system according to RRS, Appendix A4.1 except no throw out will be
used.
